Amata Helps its Community

Raining in this year's rainy season
was much more than we expect. Flooding
was almost everywhere in northern and north
eastern provinces. Flooding’'d been on the
cover pages and took more space than political
news did since last September.

Since the afternoon of September 11th,
2008, there had been raining in Chonburi till
the morning of the next day. After that, we
could measure 162mm. of rainfall.

SO... the result was a massive flooding on
the area of 16,000 rais around Amata which
is a part of Panthong and Chonburi District.

Still... It had been raining continuously
up to the day we have had the brand new PM,
Mr.Somchai Wongsawat, on September, 17.
Also, on this day, Amata organized a press
conference, leading by Mr.Viboon Kromadit,
COOQO Industrial Estates of Amata Corporation
PCL and Mr.Chuchat Saitin, Managing
Director of Amata Water Co.,Ltd, to reveal the
flooding control process around the community’s
area.

Out of Flooding

Mr.Viboon had been insisted to manage
the situation as best as he could as Amata
have strong policies from our CEO Mr.Vikrom
Kromadit, related to social responsibility and
community services.

When the Zeus was furious, Mr.Viboon
and his Amata Water team was hurry to the
sites and did the best to drain the flood out
to our 3 Kam Lings (detention areas) which
located in phase 7-8. Their capacity are up to
14 million cubic meters in total.

While the drainage was on process, the
team was digging, and trying to clarify canals
in the area which were connected to the
Department of Irrigation’s canals, resulting in
rushing all water towards the sea which was
only 2 kilometers away.

Throughoutthe very long s days of flood
management, Mr.Viboon and Mr.Chuchat said
“If the storm comes again, we will be able to
make it as we've already arranged budget for
flood-defense and prevention more than so
million baht.”
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Toensure you, Amata had already ordered
a gigantic water pump which was waiting
to be picked up from Klongtoey Port. This
immense pump cost 5 million baht.

[N the end of the press conference, both
leaders stated that we needed to keep an eye
of Pan Thong District as its geographic pattern

is a basin shape. If it rains heavily like this
year, it will be flooding like we were having
before.

However, we have a passion for flooding
defense and we are planning to help our
community to get rid of this problem surely.
